Our European Neighbours
Let’s Explore- We are geographers, exploring the world around us

English:
Newspaper reports- Reporting in chronological order, writing in the past tense, writing in columns and using paragraphs. Subheadings, formal language, bias. 
Diary Entry- Looking at the Diary of Anne Frank and writing our own diary entries from the perspective of an evacuee.
Speech story writing- Michael Morpurgo ‘Friend or Foe’
Persuasive text- ‘Your Country Needs You!’ posters and writing persuasively for men to join the military and for women to fight on the home front. 
Churchill’s Commencement of War Speech. Looking at the power of words and the rallying nature of his speech to the country. 
3) Science: Light- In the spot light 
Investigate where light comes from, how it travels and how eye is formed to enable humans to see. 
Explore elements of how light is produced, travels, is absorbed or reflected by different materials and how the eye works.

Create an edible eye, a periscope, investigations into shadows etc.
We will create an edible eye, and look into how we see objects and how light is essential to the working of our eyes. We will explore how plants use light to grow by conducting an experiment and learning how to write a prediction and a conclusion; we will explore the difference between a natural or man-made source of light. We will discover how light travels in straight lines from a source I know that light can be reflected or refracted through use of practical equipment and use this equipment to investigate shadows and how they are created.

RE-    Sikhism- Belief into action
How far would a Sikh go for his/her religion? 
Pupils will be taught to:
•Investigate whether religious people lead better lives?

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Make do and Mend
We will be creating a soft toy for the evacuees to take out of the city to the countryside during the bombings by using items we would have found around the house during WWII. 
Lower KS2 will produce a plan and explain it and think about ways that they can improve their original design. We will then produce a product that is aesthetically pleasing and fit for function. Finally, Lower KS2 will evaluate their piece’s appearance and function against the original criteria in their final essay.
Upper KS2 will use market research to inform their plans and ideas and justify their plans in a convincing way before making their product. They will have to consider culture and society at the time of WWII when they are designing and planning. Upper KS2 will have to work within a very tight budget; only using things that would be found in and around their houses during WWII.

1)  History –  World at War
I know about the main events from a period of history; and can explaining the order of events and what happened. Investigate the events that started and ended the two World Wars between Britain and Germany and the countries involved in the conflict. Create information related to the history and use evidence to build up a picture of the past and choose relevant material to present information creatively.

•I have created a timeline of WWII including, Germany invading Poland, D-Day landings, The Battle of Britain, Pearl Harbour, VE day and The Atomic bomb dropped in Hiroshima, Japan. (1939-1945).
•I know that many ‘male job roles’ were given to women during the war whilst the men were fighting and then taken away once the war had finished which lead women to fight for equal job opportunities.
•I know that Winston Churchill was the UK Prime Minister during WWII, that Adolf Hitler was the leader of the Germans during WWII and that Franklin D. Roosevelt was the US President during WWII.
•I know that 6 million Jewish people were persecuted for their beliefs during the war.
•I know that children in the cities were evacuated to the countryside during the Blitz and that food was rationed during WWII. 
•I know that in Salisbury 10% of Spitfires ever created were made in secret for WWII.
•I know that during Operation Dynamo, 340000 Allied troops were evacuated from the French seaport of Dunkirk to England by local fisherman and their boats.
