4)  Design – Titanic Cam Toys
We will be creating cam toys based on the Titanic. Using wooden cams and levers, we will be making cam toys that move the Titanic as if it is sailing across the ocean.

-Understand and use mechanical systems in their products [for example, gears, pulleys, cams, levers and linkages]
-I work accurately to measure, make cuts and make holes. 
Our essay for DT will be in the form of a review thinking about our product and how effective it is. 

 





5) Science: States of Matter 
I can explain how matter can exist in different states and how particles enable it to move from one state to another. 
· I know how a material dissolves to form a solution; explaining the process of dissolving. 
· I know and show how to recover a substance from a solution. 
· I know how some materials can be separated.
· I demonstrate how materials can be separated (e.g. through filtering, sieving and evaporating). 
· I know and can demonstrate that some changes are reversible and some are not. 
· I know how some changes result in the formation of a new material and that this is usually irreversible. 
· I know about reversible and irreversible changes.
We will be conducting experiments, thinking about reversible and irreversible changes using ice, coffee, and salt/sugar to test our theories and predictions. 
Focus this term will be primarily on scientific enquiry, learning how to properly make predictions and revising our theories based on our findings. Thinking about hypothesis and conclusions and how to document each experiment and present the data correctly. 
Our Essay will focus on variables (independent, dependant and controlled variables), writing up our experiments using data analysis and explaining in detail the states of matter and reversible and irreversible changes. 




2)  History – Theme beyond 1066- 20th Century Disaster 
We will be learning about the Titanic and explore why it was christened ‘The Unsinkable Ship’. We will be looking in detail at the class systems in Victorian Britain and how people were treated differently depending on their income, is this different today or have things changed? We will learn about the changes that were made to the laws surrounding lifeboats on ships as a result of the disaster.
· I know how Britain has had a major influence on the world.
· I know how the lives of wealthy people were different from the lives of poorer people.
· I describe events from the past using dates when things happened.
· I know how an event or events from the past has shaped our life today.

Our essay will cover all of the aspects that we have learned.
