4) Science: 
We will be looking at electrical circuits and how they are drawn and work.
-I will learn about the different symbols used to draw circuits 
-I can identify whether a circuit will work based on a draing
-I can produce a technical drawing of an electrical circuit 
-I will create my own light circuit to add lighting to my portrait to display in a gallery.


2) Art: Portrait painting 
We will learn to paint a portrait by:
-investigating portraits of Elizabeth I and comparing them with modern portrait styles of Elizabeth 2nd 
-Looking at ‘selfies’ and how people portray how they want to be seen using ‘filters’ nowadays.  
-Mixing colours to create skin tones and shading  
-creating depth by using different shades 
-Thinking about the background of paintings as well as the foreground 
-Including items and clothing that glorified nobles and royalty like our modern day ‘selfies’
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-Investigate how past Kings and Queens believed they were anointed by God, 
-Investigate how Henry VIII break from the Roman Catholic church caused issues for Elizabeth’s reign. 
Salvation:
-Understand that Christians remember Jesus’ sacrifice through the service of Holy Communion (also called the Lord’s Supper, the Eucharist or the Mass).
-Investigate the sequence of events surrounding Easter

7) Geography: Spanish Armada 4 and 6 figure grid references.
-I will explore the different locations and use my place knowledge of Great Britain and neighbouring European countries to map the route of the Spanish Armada.
-I can describe the key events of the Spanish Armada using locational knowledge
-I can use 4 (Year 3&4) and 6 (Year 5&6) figure grid references to locate various parts of the route of the Spanish Armada

-Writing our own newspaper articles about Queen Elizabeth I coronation and the challenges she will face as ruler.

-writing some poetry about a typical English street in Elizabethan times.
-Writing poetry about the sea battles with the Spanish and the ‘Battle of Gravelines’
