English:    
Our class short story is: I Believe in Unicorns by Michael Morpurgo based on a boy’s experience of a war. During the unit: 
· Pupils in year  3 and 4 will use text models (Box planning) to support the planning of writing (structure, vocabulary, sentence construction). Re-write sections of the text, write a diary entry and letter.
· They will also begin to write a discussion on two conflicting issues with supportive structures. 
· Organise paragraphs around a theme and in non- narrative the use of a topic sentence.  
· Grammar focus will be to use a wider range of subordinate conjunctions to create complex sentences.
· They will continue to accurately punctuate sentences using a wider range of punctuation. 
In addition, pupils in year 5 and 6 will use a wide range of devices to build cohesion within paragraphs and between as they write their discussions.  Their grammar focus will be to consolidate understanding of adverbials that indicate degrees of possibility and the use relative clauses in noun phrases.   
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
