Reading:
 As a class we will read the ‘War Horse’ by Michael Murporgo which tells the story of a horse who is sent to the battlefields of world war one – as told from the horse’s perspective. Pupils will draw upon their growing knowledge of root words both to read aloud and understand the meaning of new words. They will have guided reading sessions in class and be expected to read at home daily with a book chosen as appropriate for their reading age.
The pupils will practise spelling patterns from the national curriculum for homework which will be taught in class. 
Handwriting will continue to follow the cursive script.
