Term 1: Judaism – Shabbat: Is Shabbat important to Jewish children?
· Empathise with Jewish children by understanding what they do during Shabbat and why it is important to them.
·  Explain why a particular day is my favourite day and explain why. 
· Talk about food I would like to share in a special meal. 
· Use the right name for things that are special to Jewish people during Shabbat and explain why. 
· Start to make connections between being Jewish and decisions about behaviour. 
· I can tell you about something on the special Shabbat table. 

Term 2: Judaism – Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur: Are Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur important to Jewish children?
· Empathise with Jewish children by understanding what Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kipper mean to them. 
· Say how it feels to forgive someone. 
· Tell you something that either Rosh Hashanah or Yom Kipper is about. 
· Choose a picture and give my thinking on why this might be important to Jewish children at Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur. 

History- Farming & Harvest: Past and Present

• I use words and phrases like then, now, long ago, before, and after.

• I can spot differences between old and new farming tools and techniques.
• I know what certain farming tools and machines from the past were used for.
• I recount how people used to plant, grow, and gather crops in the past.
• I know about festivals and celebrations related to harvests and how they have changed over time.
• I know about farmers and inventors who have helped improve farming in the past.
• I know how farming has shaped the way people live today.
• I know how to use books, pictures, and the internet to find out about farming in the past.
• I understand how harvests and food production have changed since my grandparents were young.

Geography: Seasons, Weather & Food Origins

• I can compare how food was produced in the past with today.
• I can talk about why weather, climate, and seasons are important to our daily lives and to farming.
