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Reading 
Please try to listen to your child read daily it really does make a difference and keep an eye on this by writing in their reading records (:
· Read a story
· Read words around your home
· Read a comic or magazine
· Share a book with a family member
· Listen to an audio book
· Act out a story with your toys or family 
· Watch a CBeebies bedtime story. 
Writing
Use your purple book to:
· Write about your weekend (weekend news) 
· Practise your handwriting
· Practise your tricky words
· Practise independent writing (the Little Owls have been trying this out this term where they will write what they think it is and then underneath their writing you can work with them to correct things if they got them wrong/struggled on.)
· Write a story- Use your imaginations and write a story together. It doesn’t have to be original, the kids could write down their favourite fairy tale and just change the ending if they feel like it.
· Write a letter – to your favourite character? To a baddie? To your family?
· Write out a recipe for a cake you want to make (chocolate banana pie- can be something crazy and inventive)
· Write instructions 
· Write information about your favourite things? Animals? Dinosaurs? Tractors? Space?
· Write a diary about your week
Math’s
· Practise number bonds (2 numbers that bond/add together to make a whole number)
· Practise doing 1 more than and one less than a given number (what is 1 less than 6)
· Watch Numberblocks on CBeebies
· Count forward and backwards in 1s 
· Try counting in 2s, 5s and 10s using songs (can find on youtube)
· Sing number songs – 5 little speckle frogs, 10 green bottles etc
· Roll and add- roll the dice to get 2 numbers and add the numbers together. 
· Play games – Snakes and Ladders, card games, snap etc

Additional activities
· Do some junk modelling- Get together a load of things like egg boxes, cereal cartons, plastic milk bottles and let their imaginations run riot. (you can login to pinterest to get lots of fantastic ideas e.g. space ship out of a cardboard box)
· Do yoga (can use Cosmic kids yoga on youtube)
· Get messy with play dough (I’ve put up a recipe of how to make your own homemade play dough on the class page)
· Cooking- one of the best things you can do with children as there is so much learning they can take from this (:
· Garden – bird watching, bug hunt, make a bug hotel, plant seeds, name flowers, have a picnic, help gardening
· Build a den- Taking them out to the great outdoors is one of the best things to do with kids. All you need is a large blanket or sheet and some cushions and let them pretend they’re in a tropical rainforest or somewhere similar. A large box is also a great idea for a cave – this is likely to entertain them for hours.
· Help with things around the house
· Put on a play- Encourage your child’s creative side, by finding a box of dressing-up clothes and get them to come up with a story for a play. You might need to help them with some ideas (princess trapped in a castle; stranded on a desert island are two). If they’re feeling extra creative, they could have a go at making their own puppet theatre.
